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PROCEDURE

On 25 June 2020, Romania pre-notified to the Commission an aid scheme that
provides for aid to airlines operating at Oradea airport (the “measure”) under the
Temporary Framework for State aid measures to support the economy in the
current COVID-19 outbreak (“the Temporary Framework!”). During the pre-
notification phase, two telephone conferences between the Romanian authorities
and the Commission services took place. On 16 July 2020 and 17 July 2020,
Romania submitted supplementary information on the measure following the
Commission request for information.

By electronic notification of 17 July 2020, Romania notified the measure under
the Temporary Framework.

Romania exceptionally agrees to waive its rights deriving from Article 342 of the
Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (“TF EU”), in conjunction with

DESCRIPTION OF THE MEASURE
2.1. Objective and justification of the measure

As a result of the COVID-19 outbreak, Romania implemented certain restrictive
measures in order to limit the spread of the virus. The measures were put in place
gradually as of March 2020. Romania considers that the COVID-19 outbreak
affects the real economy. Private consumption, the main driver of growth in
recent years, is expected to be severely affected by the lockdown measures.
Uncertainty on the markets caused by the COVID-19 crisis (and the restrictive
measures) is expected to hurt investment decisions, while net exports are
projected to contribute positively to growth. Unemployment is set to increase
while inflation is forecast to ease due to the drop in oil prices. Real GDP? is
projected to contract by 6 % in 2020 and rebound by 4% in 2021*In 2021, real
GDP is projected to rebound, though not to pre-crisis levels. The budget deficit is
projected to increase significantly as the fiscal measures required to fight the
COVID-19 crisis come on top of past fiscal slippages.

On 16 March 2020, Romania declared the state of emergency in the country and
the majority of business and social activities including travelling were prohibited.
On 29 March, 4 and 16 April, by respective military ordinances, Romania
reinforced the ban on international travel already in placeby imposing additional
flight suspensions to all flights by all air carriers. The flight restrictions did not
apply to flights performed by State aircraft, cargo and mail flights, humanitarian
or providing emergency medical services, technical services, and non-commercial
technical landings.

On 18 May 2020 the government agreed on the introduction of a state of alert
until mid of July, at which moment the restrictive measures would not be
suspended but rather relaxed with concrete details for each sectorRegarding
aviation, flights were resumedfrom 23 June 2020 at all airports in Romania to
and from the countries subject to the exception of the quarantine/isolation,
according to the Romanian green list, updated weekly®. Due to the suspension of
flights, temporarily closed borders and travel restrictions there has been a serious
negative effect on the connectivity of the country with European countries and the
rest of the world. Specifically, the lockdown of the country for the period from

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mid-March 2020 to mid-June 2020 has substantially affected the activity among
others of Oradea Airport® and consequently the airlines operating in that airport.

2.1.1.  Oradea Airport

Oradea Airport is an important factor in the regional connectivity, as its presence
supports many jobs connected to aviation services. Businesses in production,
commerce and tourism are heavily relying on connectivity, especially for the
economic recovery and viability of the region. Airlines in particular face
significant liquidity shortages and working capital problems, since they still have
to cover on-going expenditures. Some may have difficulty surviving the
disruption. In addition, economic operators providing services related to travel
and tourism are already facing losses that are likely to be non-recoverable.

Airports in Romania were allowed to resume operations on 23 June 2020 but the
lifting of the restrictive measures on flights is gradual and passenger traffic is still
limited. The primary requirement for the resumption of flights remains the
epidemiological situation with complementary measures, such as the
requirements for health safety.

Romania notes that due its geographical position, the Oradea region experiences
an unprecedented decline in revenues and cash flow in aviation and its dependent
tourism branch.

Oradea is located near the Hungarian border and is easily accessible for transport
and travel in Central Europe.. From Oradea, tourists can explore the nearby
Apuseni mountains with their numerous caves’, and a number of protected natural
areas of the region. Pilgrim tourism (wooden churches of Maramures), as well as
thermal springs, constitute also a significant reason for people travelling in the
area.

According to the National Statistics Institute, the city attracted 223 000 tourists in
2018, exceeding the number of local residents. Oradea's hotel industry estimates
that more than 45 % of its revenues depends on Oradea's air connectivity. In
addition, more than 50 % of the Oradea hotel market is covered by business travel
to Oradea, almost entirely dependent on air transport. As a result of the COVID-
19 outbreak, accomodation income at city and regional levels is estimated to be
50% - 70% lower by year end. The COVID-19 outbreak is causing disturbances
to the local market, with already visible negative effects on the economy as a
result of measures taken to manage the medical crisis, tourism being one of the
heavily affected areas as a result of the outbreak. Many events regularly attracting
tens of thousands of tourists have been cancelled or postponed, and the prospect
of their redeployment is uncertain. The tourism and transportation industries,
especially air travel, are among the most affected industries at global level, in the
context of the COVID-19 pandemic. The tourism industry was the first to be
affected and, according to forecasts, it will be the one to see the slowest return to
normal. The recession of the Oradea tourism industry will also lead to a drop in

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the local economy due to the COVID-19 outbreak. Revitalising it in general, and
in Oradea in particular, is tied to the gradual lifting of operational and travel
restrictions. The latter are also linked to the destination's accessibility for potential
tourists and visitors.

Along with the COVID-19 crisis and the accompanying measures all States
imposed, the tourist traffic fell to zero, distrupting all preparation and planning
from the local authorities and individuals, who counted on a pay-off of such
expenses. Airlines were grounded for over 3 months and face insufficient
liquidity. Those restrictions resulted in a decrease in income from passenger
transport and tourism, both being vital for the economy in the Oradea region and
Romania. The total number of passengers handled at Oradea Airport between
January and April 2019 was 23 379, which dropped to, the same period of 2020,
only 10 141. According to the records, there was a gradual decrease of 65% in the
number of passengers in March 2020, compared to March 2019 (from 6 353 to 2
275) and in April 2020 the number of passengers decreased by 100% compared to
the same month of 2019, given the travel restrictions.

Considering the exceptional situation that generated serious disturbances of the
economy, the notified aid measure is aimed at supporting the seriously affected
air companies that operated flights at Oradea Airport. Given that airports are an
essential infrastructure to maintain regional connectivity, the granting of State aid
to airlines that will resume or start the operation of regular domestic and
international flights from / to Oradea Airport will help reduce the negative effects
felt by the community. Recovery of airline traffic is essential for the full
economic recovery and structural viability of the region and the whole economy
of Romania®.

The objective of the measure is to to support the activity of air operators operating
flights from Oradea Airport in the context of the economic crisis generated by the
COVID-19 outbreak by providing support to them in a comprehensive manner.
The measure forms part of an overall package of measures and aims at remedying
the liquidity shortage faced by undertakings and ensuring that the disruptions
caused by the COVID-19 outbreak do not undermine their viability.

Taking all those factors into account, the Municipality of Oradea proposed a
series of pro-active measures meant to increase the market demand so that the
industry returns to normal. The Romanian authorities consider that subsidising the
air travel accessibility of the destination, along with a promotional campaign, are
two of the measures that create the best prerequisites for the revival of demand so
that directly affected actors can cover thejr financial gaps by restarting activity.
The measure is expressly based on Article 107(3)(b) TFEU, in light of sections 2
and 3.1 of the Temporary Framework.

As stated by Romania, Oradea is one of the top 5 tourist destinations in Romania, it has the largest and

most visited thermal bath in Romania, Biile Felix. Oradea is among the top 10 economic engines in
Romania and it has the highest investment GDP/inhabitant in Romania and according to a public
survey is the most efficient city in Romania and the first in terms of attracting EU funding.
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2.2. The nature and form of aid

(16)  The proposed measure consists of an aid scheme that provides for direct grants
that cannot exceed in RON the equivalent of EUR 800 000 per company to
airlines that resume or start flights from Oradea Airport, '°.

2.3. National legal basis

(17)  The legal basis for the measure is the Resolution concerning the approval of the
State aid scheme for supporting the activity of air operators in the context of the
economic crisis generated by the COVID-19 pandemic of Oradea Local Council.

2.4. Administration of the measure

(18) The‘ Oradea Municipality will be responsible for granting the aid. R.4. Oradea
Airport will be the authority responsible for administering the measure!’,

(19) The call for applications for aid under the measure will set out in detail the
conditions to receive the aid, the procedure to follow and documents to submit to
apply for the aid, the commitments to be taken by the aid beneficiaries and the
controls and reports to be done by R.4. Oradea Airport.

2.5. Budget and duration of the measure

(20)  The Romanian authorities confirm that no more than EUR 1 million (RON 4 842
900'%) in aid will be granted under the measure. The aid will be financed from the
local budget of the Oradea Municipality. The Oradea Municipality will grant the
aid directly to beneficiaries. The aid per undertaking cannot exceed EUR 800 000
(equivalent in RON).

(21)  The scheme will enter into force upon its approval by the Commission and the aid
will not be granted later than on 31 December 2020. The selection period for the
beneficiaries is 45 days starting from the date of entry into force of the provisions
of the Decision of Oradea Local Council, and the period in which the grant can be
paid is between the date of entry into force of the provisions of the granting
decision and the date of 31 March 2021.

2.6. Beneficiaries
(22)  The beneficiaries of the measure are airlines that resume or start operating flights

at the Oradea Airport. Romania estimates that three (3) airlines will benefit from
the measure.

The measure is directed at airlines that operated at Oradea Airport before the COVID-19 crisis but also
the airlines that would like to start new operations there.

1 The EUR/RON exchange rate for calculating the maximum ceiling of EUR 800 000 is the exchange
rate of the Central Bank of Romania valid at the date of granting of the aid.

The aid will be granted by Municipality of Oradea to beneficiaries directly, not through R. 4. Oradea
Airport. The airport will deal only with the verification of eligibility criteria and selection.

.Based on the exchange rate EUR/RON of the Central Bank of Romania valid on 16 July 2020.
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(23)  Air operators that operated at Oradea Airport, which undertake to resume their

regular flights at Oradea Airport and the air operators that want start their
operations at Oradea Airport, may benefit from State aid if they fulfil all of the
following criteria:

a) The candidate airline must have an air operating license issued in accordance
with Regulation (EU) 2018/1139 of the European Parliament and of the Council
of 4 July 2018 on common rules in the field of civil aviation and establishing the
European Union Aviation Safety Agency!;

b) The candidate airline must have compulsory accident insurance covering
passengers, cargo, mail, and civil liability in accordance with the conditions of
EC Regulation 785/20044;

¢) The candidate airline should not be on the European Commission's blacklist of
airlines  that  faill to  meet safety  standards, published  at:
ht_tp://ec.europa.eu/transpoﬁ/air—ban/;

d) The candidate airline must have a BEuropean Air Operators Certificate (AOC)
or other similar document issued by a competent authority in their country of
origin;

¢) The candidate airline must not have received any other aid in Romania under
section 3.1 of the Temporary Framework, or if it has received it, the sum of the
aid received under this measure and the aid received in addition to that received
under this measure in Romania must not exceed EUR 800 000;

f) No decisions to recover State aid have been issued against the candidate airline
or, if such decisions have been issued, they have been enforced in accordance
with the legal provisions in force;

g) The candidate airline was not already in difficulty, as defined within the
meaning of the General Block Exemption Regulation (the “GBER”)!5 on 31
December 2019;

h) The candidate airline must submit a written business plan by which it
undertakes to resume or start the operation of the regular flights from Oradea

Airport. The business plan must contain the way in which the company estimates
that the aid received will compensate the need for liquidity so that its activity is
resumed or started in good conditions at Oradea Airport.

2.7. The scope of the measure

(24)  The measure is open to airlines that resume or start the operation of flights at

Oradea Airport.

2.8. Basic elements of the measure

(25)  Airlines that face a sudden liquidity shortage or even the unavailability of

liquidity, can benefit from a direct grant that cannot exceed in RON the
equivalent of EUR 800 000 per company. The validity period of the measure
includes (i) the selection period of forty-five (45) days from the date of entry into
force of this decision and (i) the payment period of the grant from the date of
entry into force of this decision and 31 March 2021.

(26)  Only airlines meeting the eligibility criteria described in recital (23) can apply for

the aid.

(27)  The measure will be granted to beneficiaries fulfilling the eligibility criteria and

in accordance with the score calculation (as explained in recital (28) below).
There is no other prerequisite. The verification of data will be done by R.A.
Oradea airport,

(28)  The grants will be providedto interested airlines fulfilling the eligibility criteria

(recital (23) in a transparent manner following the score calculation'®. There will
be an open call for applications regarding the proposed measure, in which the
terms and conditions that need to be met by the interested airlines will be stated in
a clear and non-discriminatory manner. The beneficiary must submit an
application for the aid and demonstrate, through the documentation submitted,
that it undertakes to start or resume the operation of regular routes and to take all
necessary measures to ensure their viability by promoting them in order to
remedy the difficulties as soon as possible. In particular:

— Airlines will have to submit to R. 4. Oradea Airport, service proposals,
business plans, specifying the proposed routes to be started or resumed
and operating frequencies, the aircraft to be used and its capacity,
expected levels of traffic, period of operation, route operation and how the
aid influences the resumption of air traffic.

Romania explained that considering the overall losses and cost for air transport and in order to be
relevant in terms of the amounts for each beneficiary, they estimate that the scheme may be awarded to
a maximum of three beneficiaries. Based on Romanian authorities, given the overall small amount of
the aid (EUR 1 million) in comparison with the high losses of the industry and in order to respond to
the challenges of the medical crisis and to the objective of the Temporary Framework, a higher number
of beneficiaries would make the aid not relevant. The way in which the amounts / beneficiary is
distributed will be proportional, according to the obtained scores. For example, in the situation of the
existence of 5 beneficiaries with the following scores: 85,70, 65, 60, and 55, the first 3 scores will
receive the amounts proportional to the score obtained, respectively 39%, 32%, and 29% of the total
budget of the scheme.




— R A. Oradea Airport will verify that the eligibility conditions set out in
this measure are met.

— For the selection of the beneficiaries, in order to allocate the State aid, the
following will be used as evaluation factors: number of destinations
proposed to be operated, number of flights / week (flights / week x
operating frequencies), number of passengers estimated to be generated
within a period of 1 year from the receipt of state aid. The score for each
evaluation factor will be as follows:

Evaluation Factor Max points
1. Number of destinations proposed to be 40
operated
2. Number of flights / week (destinations / 30
week x operating frequencies)
3. Estimated number of passengers to be 30

Calculation method
The score for each applicant will be calculated as follows:

a. For each of the evaluation factors the best offer will receive the maximum
score. For example: For the largest number of routes proposed to be
resumed, the maximum score allocated to the evaluation factor will be
awarded, respectively 30 points.

b. For other offers below the maximum, the score will be calculated
proportionally as follows:

P (score) = (offer x maximum score) / best offer,

After verifying the eligibility and the selection criteria by R A. Oradea Airport,
the Municipality of Oradea will pay the State aid after signing the financing
contracts with the beneficiary. The aid will be paid by the Municipality of Oradea

in two installments: the first upon signing the contract, and the second until 31
March 2021.

Applications for aid will be submitted electronically and processed by RA.
Oradea Airport, which will perform compliance checks to ensure the correct
implementation of the measure. Records with the necessary supporting documents
will be kept for a period of ten years from the date of award of the aid.

If a beneficiary does not comply with the granting conditions provided by the
scheme and with the business plan proposed, the Municipality of Oradea will

proceed to the cessation / recovery, as the case may be, of the State aid in
accordance with the provisions of the Government Emergency Ordinance no.
77/2014 on national procedures in the field of State aid.

2.9. Cumulation

(33) The Romanian authorities confirmed that a beneficiary of the measure may also

benefit from other measures under the Temporary Framework and/or from de
minimis aid'” and/or from aid under the the GBER. The aid cannot be cumulated
with aid or de minimis aid received from other local, regional or national aid to
cover the same eligible costs. The Romanian authorities have however confirmed
that insofar as a beneficiary may benefit from multiple measures under the
Temporary Framework and/or from de minimis aid and/or from the GBER, the
maximum thresholds on aid amounts per beneficiary, as specified in the
Temporary Framework, in the de minimis Regulation and in the GBER, will be
respected.

(34) In order to verify the compliance with the Temporary Framework cumulation

rules, undertakings applying for State aid under thr scheme will have to submit a
declaration on their own responsibility for other State aid received, referred to in
recital (23) letter e). Furthermore, the Municipality of Oradea will verify the
declaration of each potential beneficiary in the General Register of State aid
granted in Romania (RegAS). Romania confirmed that it will monitor the aid
schemes at all Romanian airports, as well as general schemes available to all
types of enterprises, to enforce the cumulation rules.

(35) The Romanian authorities confirm that if the beneficiary receives aid on several

occasions or in several forms under the measure or aid under other measures
approved by the Commission under section 3.1 of the Temporary Framework, the
overall maximum cap per undertaking, as set out in point 22(a) of that framework,
will be respected.

2.10. Monitoring and reporting

(36) The Romanian authorities confirm that they will respect the monitoring and

reporting obligations laid down in section 4 of the Temporary Framework.

(37) R A. Oradea Airport, as the administrator of the State aid scheme, must transmit

to the Competition Council all the data and information necessary for the
monitoring of State aid at national level's, as well as the data and information
necessary for the elaboration of the inventory of State aids and of the reports and

information necessary for the fulfillment of Romania's obligations as a Member
State.

Granted in line with Commission Regulation (EU) No 1407/2013 of 18 December 2013 on the
application of Articles 107 and 108 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union to de
minimis aid (the “de minimis Regulation™) (OJ L 352, 24.12.2013, p.1).

This data and information shall be in the format and within the term provided by the Regulation

concerning the state aid scheme registry approved by the by the Order of the President of the
Competition Council no. 437/2016.




(38)  R. 4. Oradea Airport, as the administrator of the State aid scheme, must upload in
the RegAS platform this scheme, financing agreements, payments made and

possible recoveries!®.

3. ASSESSMENT
3.1. Existence of State aid

(39) For a measure to be categorised as aid within the meaning of Article 107(1)
TFEU, all the conditions set out in that provision must be fulfilled. First, the
measure must be imputable to the State and financed through State resources.
Second, it must confer an advantage on its recipients. Third, that advantage must
be selective in nature. Fourth, the measure must distort or threaten to distort
competition and affect trade between Member States.

(40)  The measure is financed from the local budget of the Oradea Municipality (recital
(20)). Resources of local authorities are, for the application of Article 107 TFEU,
State resources.”” The measure granted by the Oradea Municipality (recital (18))
is imputable to the State, i.e. granted by the State itself or by any intermediary
body acting by virtue of powers conferred on it. Therefore the Commission
considers that the measure is financed from State resources and is imputable to
the State.

(41)  The measure confers an advantage on its beneficiaries in the form of direct grants.
The measure thus relieves those beneficiaries of costs that they would have to
bear under normal market conditions.

(42)  The advantage granted by the measure is selective, since it is awarded only to
certain undertakings active in Romania, in particular the airlines that resume or
start to operate at Oradea Airport, fulfilling the conditions set out in recital (23).

(43)  The measure is liable to distort competition, since it strengthens the competitive
position of its beneficiaries. It also affects trade between Member States, since
those beneficiaries are active in sectors in which intra-Union trade exists.

(44)  In view of the above, the Commission concludes that the measure constitutes aid
within the meaning of Article 107(1) TFEU. The Romanian authorities do not
contest that conclusion.

3.2. Lawfulness of the measure

(45) By notifying the measure before putting it into effect, the Romanian authorities
have respected their obligations under Article 108(3) TFEU.

In accordance with the provisions of the Order of the President of the Competition Council no.
437/2016 for the implementation of the Regulation on the State aid register.

2 Judgment of 12 May 2011, Nord-Pas-de-Calais, Joined Cases T-267/08 and T-279/08,
EU:T:2011:209, paragraph 108.
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3.3. Compatibility

(46)  Since the measure involves aid within the meaning of Article 107(1) TFEU, it is

necessary to consider whether that measure is compatible with the internal
market,

(47)  Pursuant to Article 107(3)(b) TFEU the Commission may declare compatible

with the internal market aid “fo remedy a serious disturbance in the economy of a
Member State”.

(48) By adopting the Temporary Framework on 19 March 2020, the Commission

acknowledged (section 2) that “the COVID-19 outbreak affects all Member States
and that the containment measures taken by Member States impact
undertakings”. The Commission concluded, “State aid is justified and can be
declared compatible with the internal market on the basis of Article 107(3)(b)
TFEU, for a limited period, to remedy the liquidity shortage faced by
undertakings and ensure that the disruptions caused by the COVID-19 outbreak
do not undermine their viability, especially of SMEs”.

(49)  The objective of the measure is to to support the activity of air operators resuming

or starting operation of flights from Oradea Airport in the context of the economic
crisis generated by the COVID-19 outbreak by providing support to them in a
comprehensive and non-discriminatory manner. The granting of State aid to
airlines that will resume or start the operation of regular domestic and
international flights from and to Oradea Airport will help reduce the negative
effects felt by the community. Recovery of air traffic is essential for the full
economic recovery and structural viability of the region and the whole economy
of Romania,

(50)  The measure forms part of an overall package of measures and aims at remedying

the liquidity shortage faced by undertakings and ensuring that the disruptions
caused by the COVID-19 outbreak do not undermine their viability?!,
Furthermore, the measure has been designed to meet the requirements of a
specific category of aid (“Limited amounts of aid”) described in section 3.1. of
the Temporary Framework.

(51)  The measure notified by Romania meets all the conditions provided for in point

22 of the Temporary Framework. In particular:

i.  The aid will be granted in the form of a grant of maximum EUR 800 000
per undertaking. The maximum aid amount per undertaking under the
measure will not exceed the ceiling set out in point 22(a) of the
Temporary Framework (recitals (20), (25) (23) and (34));

The Commission has approved a RON 4 billion (approximately EUR 800 million) Romanian scheme
to support companies affected by the coronavirus outbreak. (SA.57408 COVID-19: Framework
scheme for State aid in the form of subsidised loans and guarantees on loans). Romania also notified to
the Commission under the Temporary Framework a RON 16 billion (approximately EUR 3.3 billion)
scheme to support SMEs affected by the coronavirus outbreak. Moreover, the Romanian authorities
adopted or initiated the pre-notification/notification procedures for the measures such as: technical
unemployment compensations for the period of suspension of the employment contract, postponement
of the payment of bank rate, allowance for parents staying at home with children during the state of

emergency, guarantee of tourism vouchers (informal discussions with the Commission), support grants
for small-enterprises etc.
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ii.  The measure is granted on the basis of a scheme with an estimated budget
of EUR 1 million (equivalent in RON); hence the condition set out in
point 22(b) of the Temporary Framework is met (recital (20));

iii.  The aid will not be granted to undertakings that were already in difficulty
on 31 December 2019 (within the meaning of the GBER), hence the
condition set out in point 22(c) of the Temporary Framework is met
(recital (23) g)):

iv.  The aid will be granted no later than 31 December 2020; therefore the
condition set out in point 22(d) of the Temporary Framework is met
(recital (21));

v.  The aid does not concern undertakings active in the processing and
marketing of agricultural products®, hence the condition set out In point
22(e) of the Temporary Framework is not applicable.

(52) The Commission accordingly considers that the measure is necessary, appropriate

and proportionate to remedy a serious disturbance in the economy of Romania
and meets all the relevant conditions of the Temporary Framework.

(53)  The Romanian authorities have committed to comply with all the monitoring and

reporting provisions laid down in section 4 of the Temporary Framework. The
Commission may request additional information regarding the aid granted, to
verify whether the conditions laid down in the Commission decision approving
the measure have been met.

(54)  The Romanian authorities have confirmed that they will respect cumulation rules

regarding combination with de minimis aid and/or other aid. The Romanijan
authorities have stated that the aid will not be cumulated with aid or de minimis
aid* received from other local, regional or national aid® to cover the same
eligible costs.

THE ACTIVITY OF AIR OPERATORS IN THE CONTEXT OF THE ECONOMIC
CRISIS GENERATED BY THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

CHAPTER I: General provisions
Art. 1

(1) The objective of this state aid scheme is to support the activity of air operators whose
activity has been disrupted by the COVID-19 pandemic.

(2) State aid granted under this scheme is compatible with the common market in accordance
with the Communication from the European Commission - Temporary framework for State
aid measures to support the economy in the context of the current COVID-19 epidemic (2020
/ C911/ 01), published in Official Journal of the EU of 20.03.2020 (hereinafter referred to as
the Communication), and will be granted after obtaining the authorization decision from the
European Commission.

(3) The State aid will be granted on the basis of the Communication from the European
Commission on the Temporary Framework for State Aid Measures in Support of the
Economy in the Context of the Current COVID-19 Outbreak, Subchapter 3.1. - "Limited
amounts of aid".

Art. 2

For the purposes of this scheme the following terms are defined as follows:

a) state aid provider — Municipality of Oradea;

b) administrator of the scheme - R.A. Oradea Airport.

¢) state aid - any measure that meets the criteria provided in art. 107 (1) of the EC Treaty;

d) enterprises in difficulty - in accordance with Art. 2, point 18 of REGULATION (EU) NO.

Commission Regulation (EU) No 651/2014 of 17 June 2014 declaring certain categories of

aid compatible with the internal market pursuant to Articles 107 and 108 of the Treaty, as

amended and supplemented by Regulation (EU) No 182/2011 1,084 / 2017, an enterprise is

considered in difficulty in the following situations:
(i) In the case of a limited liability company (other than an SME that has been in
existence for less than three years or, for the purposes of eligibility for risk finance
aid, an SME within 7 years from its first commercial sale that qualifies for risk
finance investments following due diligence by the selected financial intermediary),
where more than half of its subscribed share capital has disappeared as a result of
accumulated losses. This is the case when deduction of accumulated losses from
reserves (and all other elements generally considered as part of the own funds of the
company) leads to a negative cumulative amount that exceeds half of the subscribed
share capital. For the purposes of this provision, ‘limited liability company’ refers in
particular to the types of company mentioned in Annex I of Directive 2013/34/EU (1)
and ‘share capital’ includes, where relevant, any share premium.




(ii) In the case of a company where at least some members have unlimited liability for
the debt of the company (other than an SME that has been in existence for less than
three years or, for the purposes of eligibility for risk finance aid, an SME within 7
years from its first commercial sale that qualifies for risk finance investments
following due diligence by the selected financial intermediary), where more than half
of its capital as shown in the company accounts has disappeared as a result of
accumulated losses. For the purposes of this provision, ‘a company where at least
some members have unlimited liability for the debt of the company’ refers in
particular to the types of company mentioned in Annex II of Directive 2013/34/EU.
(iif) Where the undertaking is subject to collective insolvency proceedings or fulfils
the criteria under its domestic law for being placed in collective insolvency
proceedings at the request of its creditors.
(iv) Where the undertaking has received rescue aid and has not yet reimbursed the
loan or terminated the guarantee, or has received restructuring aid and is still subject
to a restructuring plan.
(v) In the case of an undertaking that is not an SME, where, for the past two years:
(1) the undertaking's book debt to equity ratio has been greater than 7,5 and
(2) the undertaking's EBITDA interest coverage ratio has been below 1,0.
e) airline - any airline with a valid operating license issued by a Member State or a member
of the European Common Aviation Area under Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006. Regulation
(EC) No 1008/2008 of the European Parliament and of the Council;

CHAPTER II: Form of aid
Art. 3
(1) Airlines whose activity has been disrupted by the COVID-19 pandemic and which face a

sudden liquidity shortage or even the unavailability of liquidity benefit from a direct grant
that cannot exceed in lei the equivalent of 800,000 euros per company.

(2) The euro / leu exchange rate for calculating the maximum ceiling of 800,000 euros is the
exchange rate of the National Bank of Romania valid at the date of issuing the financing
agreement.

CHAPTER III: Beneficiaries
Art. 4
The air operators which undertake to operate regular flights to/from Oradea Airport, and meet

the following eligibility criteria, may benefit from state aid based on the scheme:

a) Must have an air operating license issued in accordance with Regulation (EU) 2018/1139
of the European Parliament and of the Council of 4 July 2018 on common rules in the field of
civil aviation and establishing the European Union Aviation Safety Agencyl;

! Regulation (EC) no. 785/2004 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 21 April 2004 on insurance
requirements for air transport operators and aircraft operators, as amended and supplemented
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b) Must have compulsory accident insurance covering passengers, cargo, mail, and civil
liability in accordance with the conditions of EC Regulation 785/20042;

¢) It must not be on the European Commission's blacklist of airlines that fail to meet safety
standards, published at: http:/ec.europa.eu/transport/air-ban/;

d) Must have a European Air Operators Certificate (AOC) or other similar document issued
by a competent authority in their country of origin;

¢) They have not received any other aid under section 3.1 of the Communication, or if they
have received it, the aid received in addition to that received under this scheme does not
exceed EUR 800,000;

f) No decisions to recover State aid have been issued against them or, if such decisions have
been issued, they have been enforced in accordance with the legal provisions in force;

g) They were not in difficulty, as this notion is defined in art. 2 point d) of this scheme, on
December 31, 2019, but who faced difficulties or got into difficulty later, due to the COVID-
19 pandemic;

h) They submit a written business plan by which they undertake to operate regular flights
to/from Oradea Airport. The business plan must contain the way in which the company
estimates that the aid received will compensate the need for liquidity so that its activity is
resumed in good conditions at Oradea Airport;

CHAPTER IV: Duration, budget of the scheme and estimated number of beneficiaries

Art. §
(1) The period of validity of the scheme, respectively the period in which the beneficiaries are

selected is 45 days starting from the date of entry into force of the provisions of this Decision,
and the period in which the grant can be paid is between the date of entry into force of the
provisions of this Decision and the date of March 31, 2021.

(2) The state aid is supported from the local budget, through the budget of the Municipality of
Oradea and is transferred in two instalments until 31.03.2021.

(3) The budget of the state aid scheme is of 4,835,800.00 lei, equivalent in lei of the amount
of 1 million euro.

(4) By implementing the scheme, it is estimated that state aid will be granted to a number of 3
(three) beneficiaries.

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CHAPTER V: Form of aid and amount of aid

Art. 6

(1) The beneficiary must submit an application for assistance and demonstrate, through the
documentation submitted, that it undertakes to operate regular flights to/from Oradea Airport
and to take all necessary measures to ensure their viability by promoting them in order to
remedy the difficulties as soon as possible.

(2) Airlines will have to submit to the scheme administrator, service proposals, business
plans, specifying the proposed routes to be operated and operating frequencies, the aircraft to
be used and its capacity, expected levels of traffic, period of operation, route operation and
how the aid influences the resumption of air traffic.

(3) The state aid Scheme Administrator shall verify that the eligibility conditions set out in
this Scheme are met.

(4) For the selection of the beneficiaries, in order to allocate the state aid, the following will
be used as evaluation factors: number of destinations proposed to be operated, number of
flights / week (flights / week x operating frequencies), number of passengers estimated to be
generated within a period of 1 year from the receipt of state aid.

The score for each evaluation factor will be as follows:

Evaluation Factor Max points
1. Number of destinations proposed to be 40
operated
2. Number of flights / week (destinations / 30
week x operating frequencies)
3. Estimated number of passengers to be 30
generated within 1 year of receiving State
aid

Calculation algorithm:

a. For each of the evaluation factors the best offer will receive the maximum score. For
example: For the largest number of routes proposed to be operated, the maximum score
allocated to the evaluation factor will be awarded, respectively 40 points;

b. For other offers below the maximum, the score will be calculated proportionally as
follows:

P (score) = (offer x maximum score) / best offer

(5) After verifying the eligibility and the selection criteria by the administrator, the provider
will pay the state aid after signing the financing contracts with the respective beneficiary. The

aid will be paid by the supplier in two instalments: the first upon signing the contract, and the
second until 31.03.2021.




(6) After the verification process of the submitted business plans, the administrator of the
scheme has the possibility of proposing a refusal for some or all of the potential beneficiaries.
This will happen if the analysis will confirm that the proposed business plans do not meet the
objective and scope of the state aid scheme - resuming operations at an intensity that will
support the local in the process of overcoming the difficulties of the COVID 19 pandemic.

CHAPTER VI: Cumulation

Art. 7
(1) Temporary aid measures covered by this scheme may be cumulated with other State aid

granted in accordance with the provisions of the specific sections of the various sections of
the Communication.

(2) The temporary aid measures provided for in this scheme may be cumulated with other aid
granted under Section 3.1 of the Communication, provided that the total support granted to a
beneficiary does not exceed EUR 800,000.

(3) The temporary aid measures provided for in this Scheme may be cumulated with aid
falling within the scope of the de minimis regulations or with aid falling within the scope of
the Block Exemption Regulations, provided that the provisions and rules are complied with,
on cumulation provided for in those Regulations.

(4) In order to verify the cumulation rules, undertakings applying for State aid under this
scheme will have to submit a declaration on their own responsibility for other State aid
received, referred to in paragraph (1) - (3).

(5) Furthermore, the Municipality of Oradea will verify each potential beneficiary in the
national state aid platform RegAS.

CHAPTER VII: Provisions on transparency, monitoring and reporting

Art. 8

(1) The Municipality of Oradea has the obligation to publish on its website the full text of the
state aid scheme, the period in which applications can be registered, the total budget, the date
of exhaustion of the total budget of the scheme.

(2) The Municipality of Oradea must keep detailed records regarding all the aid granted under
the scheme. These records shall contain all the information necessary to determine whether
the criteria of the relevant European regulations are met and must be kept for 10 years from
the date on which the last aid under the scheme was granted.

(3) The beneficiaries of the state aid granted under this scheme must keep all the documents
related to it for 10 years and are obliged to make them available to the Competition Council
whenever they are requested.




(4) R.A. Oradea Airport, as the administrator of this state aid scheme, has the obligation to
transmit to the Competition Council all the data and information necessary for the monitoring
of state aid at national level, in the format and within the term provided by the Regulation on
aid monitoring procedures of state, implemented by the Order of the President of the
Competition Council no. 175/2007, as well as the data and information necessary for the
elaboration of the inventory of state aids and of the reports and information necessary for the
fulfillment of Romania's obligations as a member state of the European Union.

(5) R.A. Oradea Airport, as the administrator of the state aid scheme, has the obligation to
upload in the General Register of State aid granted in Romania (RegAS) this scheme,
financing agreements, payments made and possible recoveries, in accordance with the
provisions of the Order of the President of the Competition Council no. 437/2016 for the
implementation of the Regulation on the state aid register.

(6) For the state aid granted under this scheme, the provider complies with the monitoring
and reporting obligations provided by the Communication, throughout the duration of the
scheme.

CHAPTER VIII: Control of the beneficiaries of the scheme and recovery of state aid

Art. 9
(1) The monitoring and control of the beneficiary enterprises within the present state aid

scheme will be performed by R.A. Oradea Airport.

(2) If it is found that the beneficiary did not comply with the granting conditions provided by
this scheme in art. 3 and with the business plan proposed according to art. 6, the supplier will
proceed to the cessation / recovery, as the case may be, of the state aid in accordance with the
provisions of the Government Emergency Ordinance no. 77/2014 on national procedures in
the field of state aid.

(3) The State aid to be reimbursed or recovered also includes the related interest, due from the
date of its payment until the date of full recovery or reimbursement. The applicable interest
rate is that established according to the provisions of Regulation (EU) no. 1589/2015 laying
down detailed rules for the application of Article 108 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the
European Union.

SUBSTANTIATION NOTE

FOR THE IMPACT OF THE STATE AID
SCHEME PROPOSED
BY THE MUNICIPALITY OF ORADEA




Given the exceptional impact of the SARS-COV 2 pandemic on the Oradea city
community, we propose that a State aid scheme be approved to support air carriers
operating on/off Oradea Airport, thereby trying to reduce the negative effects caused by
SARS-COV 2 to the local economy. Due to limited resources, only grants that have a
spiralling development effect on several branches of the local economy, heavily affected
by the effects of the SARS-COV 2 pandemic, were taken into account.

In the coronavirus pandemic spreading context, one of the most affected markets
worldwide was the hospitality and hospitality industry, which have completely ceased
operation during the pandemic and which even after a gradual lifting of restrictions will
have extreme difficulties in reaching the development stage they were in prior to the
pandemic. Negative and equally profound effects have also been seen in the production
industry and the investments level. This local economy situation has a number of
negative effects that spread horizontally and, due to limited resources, the measures
public authorities responsible with the economy take have to be extremely precise and
to have a horizontal and vertical positive impact on the largest branches of the economy.
Necessary measures must not only cover an immediate or contextual need but rather
create a favourable context for the resumption of economic activities. Accessibility, in
particular accessibility over the air, is crucial to local economic development and the
restoration of air travel connectivity shall have horizontal positive effects at the level of
the whole local industry. A clear picture of the effect of the pandemic on the local tourist
industry is given in Annex 1to the present document.

Moreover, the spread of SARS-COV 2 and the movement restrictions imposed by
authorities have also seriously affected the local labour market. Part of that was also
due to a halt in air transport to and from Oradea, which resulted in tourist flow limiting
and reducing business tourism.

According to a statement issued by the Bihor Territorial Labour Inspectorate, the total
number of suspended employment contracts on April 10, 2020 in the county amounts to
35,769, while 190,463 contracts are still active.

The magnitude of the phenomenon is seen while comparing figures with the same day
of 2019, when there were only 7,925 suspended contracts and more than 192,025 active
ones. Thus, as of April 3, 2019, there are five times more suspended employment
contracts in Bihor.

Oradea has always sought to help raise the living standard of its inhabitants. Due to this
fact, Oradea tends to become a more connected, competitive, smarter city with quality
education, public services and tourism systems.

Although industry is Oradea's most important economy sector, it is closely followed by
trade and services.



According to the National Statistics Institute, the city attracted some 223,000 tourists in
2018, exceeding the number of local residents for the first time. If at national level the
12.7 million tourists registered by hotels accounted for a 10% increase as compared to
2017, while Bihor's 477,000 tourists accounted for a 16% increase, Oradea's attractiveness
has much more spectacularly increased. The visitor number increase was of about 21%
while the city, together with Baile Felix and 1 Mai, attracted 90% of the whole county's
visitors, thus exceeding other county capitals such as Timisoara and Cluj. A clearer look
on the impact of SARS — COV 2 on Oradea air transport can also be highlighted from
tourism indicators. Oradea's hotel industry estimates more than 45 per cent of its
revenues depend on Oradea's air connectivity. Tourism in Oradea does not only mean
holidays; more than 50% of the Oradea hotel market is covered by business tourism,
almost entirely dependent on air transport. Several figures showing a lack of air
transport in the Oradea hospitality industry are presented in Annex 1.

But the spread of the SARS-COV 2 epidemic is causing disturbances to the local
market, with already visible negative effects on the economy as a result of measures
taken to manage the medical crisis, tourism being one of the heavily affected areas as
a result of the outbreak that has alarmingly expanded at global level in recent months.
Countless events regularly attracting tens of thousands of tourists have been
cancelled or postponed, and the prospect of their redeployment is uncertain.

Among the most affected industries at global level, in the context of the SARS COV-2
pandemic, one can find the hospitality and transportation industries, especially air
travel. The hospitality industry was the first to be affected and, according to forecasts,
it will be the one to see the slowest comeback. Revitalising it in general, and in Oradea
in particular, is tied to the gradual lifting of operational and travel restrictions. The latter
are also linked to the destination's accessibility for potential tourists and visitors.

The graph below presents a clear picture of the hospitality industry for March 2020.
Higher decreases were registered by the HORECA industry which dropped more than
95%.

The global impact of the pandemic is significant, with a higher than 30% decrease in
tourism flows by year end. Global financial losses of the tourism sector range between
$300 - $450 billion (optimistic scenario) and $150 trillion (worst-case scenario). Global
arrivals will decrease up to 440 million tourists and a recovery period is expected
between 5 and 7 years. Losses and decreases recorded during this period are
substantially higher compared to the 2003 SARS Asian pandemic or to the 2009
economic crisis.
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Air traffic, one of the most important means of transport in the tourism industry, is also
seriously affected by the SARS COV-2 pandemic.

The only similar crisis (as an epidemiological context) was the SARS one — it had a major
impact in the Asia-Pacific region. The 2008 - 2009 economic crisis is also taken into
account.




International tourism & previous crises

International tourist arrivals in Asia Pacific during SARS and worldwide during 2009 global economic crisis, monthly growth (%)
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Impact at the European level is similar or higher than the worldwide one. Bucharest was
among the most affected large markets, with a drop of more than 81% in just a week.
Same data was recorded for Oradea. The estimated occupancy rate for the next 90 days
dropped from 60% to 10 - 15%. Europe is facing the largest revenue decrease in the
hotel industry history, which is lower than that of April 2009. Some of the most affected
European markets are UK & Ireland, with a 80% drop, Italy, Spain and France with 95-
100%, Germany with 85% and Belgium with 90%.

Occupation degree changes between 17.02.2020 and 16.03.2020 at European level.
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The Bucharest market fell with 95% between 28.02.2020 and 16.03.2020. The Bucharest
market is 93% below the 2019 period (16.03 - 22.03). More than 80% of the Romanian
hotels have been, or will be, closed until at least 30.04.2020. More than 80,000
suspended labour contracts in the tourism sector until 30.03.2020.




The impact on Oradea's tourism industry was the same, with more than 90% of Oradea
hotels closing. Accomodation income at city and regional levels is estimated to be 50%
- 70% lower by year end.

The destination management organisation - Visit Oradea - annually analyses and
monitors a number of tourism performance indicators. Although the National Statistics
Institute failed to update the data for April, the local tourism economy losses are huge.

The number of tourists in Oradea has been on the rise in recent years, with the first
month of 2020 showing excellent figures as compared to 2019. After the onset of the
SARS COV-2 pandemic, these figures decreased by more than 72%.
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Another extremely important indicator is the Oradea hotel industry's turnover which, if
we are to only take into account the first 10 hotels of Oradea, was of more than Lei 72
million in 2019. The turnover increase was of around 15% compared to 2018. Once the
pandemic started and travel restrictions were imposed, these indicators dropped by at
least 50%. Along with a similar impact in the rest of the local economy activities, this
phenomenon will inevitably lead to significant decreases in the local economy.
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All data show deep decreases for the Oradea hospitality industry, which will obviously
also lead to a drop in the local economy due to the SARS COV-2 pandemic. The
hospitality industry is one of the most affected at local level and one that will recover
the hardest. Estimates show recovery will occur over a 5 to 7 years timeframe.

Taking all these into account and in order to cut down the indicators' recovery time to
the 2019 values as much as possible, the Municipality of Oradea proposes a series of
pro-active measures meant to increase the market demand so that the ind ustry returns
to normal. Subsidising the air travel accessibility of the destination, along with a
promotional campaign in source markets are two of the measures that create the best
prerequisites for the demand revival so that directly affected actors can cover their gaps
by restarting activity.

The benefit of subsidising Oradea's air accessibility does not only benefit the tourism
industry; the proactive effect this measurement time has will also benefit other
economic branches such as investment or production.

Avand in vedere impactul exceptional al pandemiei SARS-COV 2 avut asupra comunitatii
oradene propunem aprobarea unei scheme de ajutor de stat care sd vind in sprumul
transportatorilor aerieni care vor opera curse de pe/pe Aeroportul Oradea, astfel
incercand sa reducem efectele negative, cauzate de SARS-COV 2, asupra economiei
locale. Datorita resurselor limitate, s-au luat Tn calcul doar subventii care produc un
efect de spirala a dezvoltarii pe mai multe ramuri ale economiei locale, puternic afectate
de efectele pandemiei SARS-COV 2.

si cu unimpact la fel de profund este industria productiei si nivelul investitiilor. Aceasta
situatie de la nivelul economiei locale are o serie de efecte negative care se propaga pe
orizontald si datorita resurselor limitate, masurile de actionare a autoritatii publice in
economie, trebuie s fie extrem de precise si cu un impact pozitiv pe orizontald Si
verticald la nivelul celor mai mari ramuri ale economiei. Masurile necesare nu trebuie
doar sa acopere o nevoie imediata sau contextuald ci mai degraba trebuie si creeze
contextul favorabil pentru reluarea activitatilor economice. Accesibilitatea si in special
accesibilitatea aeriana este cruciala pentru dezvoltarea economici locala si restabilirea
conectivitatii la nivel aerian va avea efecte pozitive pe orizontal la nivelul industriei
locale Tn ansamblul ei. O imagine clara asupra efectului pandemiei la nivelul industriei
turistice locale este prezentata in Anexa 1 la prezentul document.

De asemenea, raspandirea imbolnavirilor de SARS-COV 2 si restrictiile de circulatie
impuse de autoritati au produs efecte serioase si pe piata fortet de munca locale. Parte
din acestea se datoreazi si stoparii transportulus aerian din si spre Oradea, care a avut
ca efect limitarea fluxurilor turistice si reducerea turismului de business.

Potrivit unui comunicat transmis de mspectoratul Teritorial de Munca Bihor, numarul
total al contractelor de munca suspendate n judet se ridica in data de 10.04.2020 la
35.769, in timp ce 190.463 de contracte au ramas active.

Amploarea fenomenului se vede si din comparatia cu aceeasi zi a anului 2019, cand erau
doar 7.925 de contracte suspendate iar numarul contractelor active era mai mare, de
192.025. Asadar, fata de 3 aprilie 2019, acum in Bihor sunt de cinci ori mai multe contracte
de munca suspendate.

Oradea a urmarit mereu sa contribuie la cresterea standardului de viata al cetatenilor
orasului. Datorita acestui fapt Oradea tinde sa devina un oras mai conectat, mai
competmv mai inteligent, cu un sistem educational, servicii pubhce si turism de calitate.
Cu toate ca industria este cel mai important sector al economiei din Oradea acesta este
